Complete Inventory…

· Within the Inventory Menu, a Complete Inventory Module has been added.

· This will serve as the main setup utility for the values of your inventory system.

· Your system administrator may enter the password, allowing access to directly edit in a grid fashion the following inventory product values:
Description: the description of the Product
Units: the descriptor of how the product is sold, example:  cans, bottle, tables, etc…
Stock Quantity: current quantity in stock
Unit Cost: the price at which you purchase the product
Critical Quantity: the stock quantity, below which you should reorder the product
Re-Order To Quantity: the quantity to which you would like the product reordered to, when an order is made
Order Quantity: the quantity which the system will order, based on calculation:  Re Order To Qty - Stock Qty
Supplier Ref #: your main supplier reference #
Alt Supplier Ref #: an alternate supplier reference #
CDMV Ref #: CDMV's supplier reference #
